Ronald McDonald House Family Meal Program

Family Meal Program once a quarter. Here are the dates that have been set up: Saturday, Feb.6, Saturday, May 15
and Saturday, July 3.

This is how it works. We can prepare a home cooked meal for families staying at RMD House (usually 25-30
guests).
